The above-named bank has reported that counterfeit money orders, issued in the bank’s name and using a correct routing number of 067011142, are being presented nationwide for payment.  

The counterfeit money orders are of an unknown color but closely resemble the authentic items.  The only difference appears to be that the counterfeit items contain handwritten date information.  All money orders presented to date have been made out in the amount of $1,000.00.  

Authentic money orders issued by the bank are green in color and contain red and blue fibers.  The bank’s name appears in the top-center portion of the instrument with the words “Money Order” to the right.  The date field appears in the top-right area and contains a typewritten date.
